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New School Lunch Program
for Ngong Road Students

Eighty-six children now receive food directly
from Friends of Ngong Road Program
through new initiative

Following Through on Our Commitments
One of the commitments we make
when we take a child into the Ngong
Road Children’s Association (our sister
organization in Kenya) is to provide a
school lunch. However, as we have
visited schools during their lunch breaks
we have found very uneven and often
low quality food being served.

Three Entrepreneurs
Three volunteers, Irene, Lillian and Mary,
said they would be willing to cook for
the children every day. Executive
Director Peter Ndungu told them we
would pay them the same amount we
were paying the schools. Our
requirement is that a nutritious hot
lunch is served. The women have been
cooking for a month now and though it
is hard work, they are happy to be
providing lunch to the children and are
optimistic that this may be a business
opportunity for them. After the first
month, there was a small profit which
our three entrepreneurs divided among
themselves.

Two Menus
On Monday, Wednesday and Friday
the children are served beans and
rice. On Tuesdays and Thursdays, the
lunch consists of ugali (corn meal
mush) and collard greens.

When asked, most children seemed to
prefer the beans and rice, but all
agreed that this lunch is a lot better
than what they were getting before.

86 Lunches Served
Fifty children eat lunch at Susan
Wanjiku’s house (one of the Ngong
Road Children’s Association Board
members) in the shelter we have built
there. Thirty-six lunch boxes are
delivered to schools that are too far
away for the children to walk. The
other children in the program are being
well served by their schools so we
made no change in their lunch
schedule.
